This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) intends to set out the general

principles of mutual cooperation between the Hainan Normal University, People’s
Republic of China (PRC), hereafter “Side A”, and the University of Phayao, Thailand,

(1) The enrollment duration: one year (from August to June of the year after) e

(2) The institution of enrollment: the Hainan Normal University, PRC.

(3) The content of courses includes: fundamental Chinese, Chinese reading, Chinese
listening and HSK test preparation, for example.

(4) Conditions for instructional management:

(4.1) Courses classified as mentioned in (3) shall be instructed by qualified
instructors of Side A.

(4.2) Chinese shall be the language of instruction in all courses.

(4.3) Side A shall be responsible for instructional management and evaluations,
including issuing course transcripts to all students when the courses are over.

(5) Fees and expenses standard:

(5.1) A total expense is 13,000 CNY, including: tuition fee 9,000 CNY:
accommodation fee 2,000 CNY (4 people in each room); registration fee 500 CNY; HSK
test preparation and HSK test level 5 fees 980 CNY; and books and supplies expense 520
CNY. Side B shall be in charge of collecting fees and expenses and shall make a payment in
total amount to Side A within 1 week from the day of students’ arrival at Hainan University.

(5.2) Students are responsible for the visa fee and health check-up fee (it is a
subject to collect from organizations concerned)

(5.3) Students shall obtain safety insurance according to the regulations set by
the Chinese government: “the foreign students overall insurance plan in China” of Ping An
Insurance Company of China, Beijing branch, PRC. The type of insurance shall be a group
insurance for international students which the students are responsible for the payment.



(5.4) Policy of tuition fee refund in case of program withdrawal:
For students on a one-year program, the refund of fees is calculated from the day on
which the students register and make a tuition fee payment according to the agreement to:

~ the day of withdrawal if less than 2 months, the tuition fee shall be charged at a cost of
half of the semester or 3,250 CNY.

- the day of withdrawal if over 2 months but less than a semester, the tuition fee shall be
charged at a cost of a semester or 6,500 CNY.

- the day of withdrawal if over one semester but less than an academic year, the tuition fee
shall be charged at a cost of one academic year or 13,000 CNY.
(6) Duties and responsibilities

Side A

(6.1) Side A is responsible for Side B students’ academic affairs, on and off
campus life, security and interests abiding by the Chinese law. In case of emergencies or the
occurrence of unexpected events, Side A is in charge of taking an action to protect the rights
and interests of the Side B students as well as coordinating with related agents or the
insurance company for financial reimbursement to compensate the damage that the event
might have caused. If the students do not obtain any insurance, the students are responsible
for all costs that might occur.

(6.2) Side A shall follow the agreed lesson plans strictly.

(6.3) Side A is responsible for the preparation of all documents necessary for
visa application for the Side B students as well as assisting the students to proceed with the
legal residence permit during their study in PRC.

Side B

(6.4) Side B is responsible for proceeding with the process of leaving the
Kingdom of Thailand for the students and for orientating the students before entering PRC.

(6.5) Side B shall inform the students to obtain “the foreign students overall
insurance plan in China” and shall inform the students of possible risks of not obtaining one.

(7) Conflict Resolution

(7.1) In the event of any unforeseen incident that might cause a disagreement,
the two Sides agree to negotiate a mutually acceptable solution in a friendly manner.

(7.2) Should any disagreement arise out of this MOU and cannot be resolve
within 30 working days, the case should be filed in the court where Hainan Normal
University PRC is located.

(8) Other additional terms:

(8.1) This MOU is made in Chinese, Thai and English, having equal
substance and effect. Each Side retains one copy in the three languages and shall be
effective and in force for 5 years upon the date of signature by the representatives of the
institutions.

(8.2) Upon the termination date of this MOU and if the two Sides wish to
continue the collaborative activity for subsequent terms, an additional MOU shall be
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renewed and shall be resigned. Either Side wishing to terminate the MOU shall notify the
other partner in writing of such intentions no later than 3 months and shall receive an
approval from the other partner before going into effect. If there are Side B students still
studying at Hainan Normal University PRC, agreement (1) to (6) shall remain effective
until they finish their study at Hainan Normal University.

Desiring to promote cooperation in the field of Traditional Chinese Medicine (TCM) education
based on the principal of reciprocity and mutual benefit.

on the cooperation about inviting Chinese TCM instructor to Thailand as follows:

1. Basic arrangement

Party B is intended to invite faculty member(s) from Party A to teach Chinese Medicine course( s)
for the undergraduate student majoring TCM in Party B every year. All courses will be conducted in
Chinese language. The detailed schedule and other arrangement of these courses shall be finalized

in further discussion.
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2. Fee and Payments

2.1 Salary of the invited faculty

Party B will offer a fixed salary to the invited faculties depending on their academic title, which is
CNY5,000/week for professor, CNY4.000/week for associate professor. CNY3,000/week for lecturer.
The full amount of salary for the whole period of stay shall be transferred to Party A via international

banking ofter the arrival of the Party A faculties.
2.2 Accommodations

Invited faculty from Party A will be arranged to stay in the on-campus guesthouse (air-conditioned
single room) of Party B. The accommodation fee including water and electricity shall be borne by

Party B.

2.3 Other expenses

The expenses on visa, local working permit, round air tickets. international heaith insurance. airport
pick-up G Phayoo. necessary local transportation (if applied for teaching activities), will be borne

by Party B. Meals and other personal expenses shall be borne by the invited faculty.

3. The invited teachers can teach online under the pandemic situation. Their salary will be paid
according to Article 2.1. This MOU shall come into effect upon execution hereof by the Parties here
to and shall continue for a period of three (3) years and may be extended upon mutual agreement
thereafter. Any revision or modification of this MOU shall be made upon mutual consent of both
Parties.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

This Memorandum of Understanding is made between the Guangxi University of Chinese
Medicine, People's Republic of China, address 179 Mingxiudong Rd. Xixiangtang Qu, Nanning,
Guangxi, China 530001, By Prof. Dr. Yao Chun the President, hereinafter called Party A, and
University of Phayoo, address 19 Moo 2, Mae Ka Subdistrict, Mueang District. Phayao Province,
56000. Thailand, By Assoc. Prof. Supakorn Pongbangpho, Ph.D. The President, hereinafter referred

to as Party B.

The two parties hereby agree to encourage academic cooperation by Party A with the instructors,
whereas Party B will send the 6th- year exchange students from the Department of Traditional
Chinese Medicine to attend clinical training with Party A. The scope and procedural details of the

Agreement are listed as below:
1. Basic arrangement

Party B will organize one group of its undergraduate students majoring in Chinese Medicine to take
a 41-week intensive internship program on Chinese Medicine each year at the First Affiliated Hospital

of Party A.

Agreed by both Parties, the 6th-year exchange students of Party B will participate in this program
for 41 weeks. This program will focus on practical training of clinical Chinese Medicine supervised
by the instructors of the Clinical Departments and Teaching Affairs Department of the Hospital of
Party A. Required courses include training in the outpatient section of the Department of Internal
Medicine of TCM, Acupuncture & Moxibustion. Tuina. Orthopedics, Gynecology, Pediatrics, and

wards of several departments mentioned above. Optional courses may include training in the
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outpatient section of the Deportment of Surgery of TCM, Ophthalmology. Otolaryngology, Zhuang
Medicine, and Pharmacy of TCM. All students will be required to follow the Internship Management
Guidebook and other regulations ond rules for the students in the Hospital. The scoring and training
performance remarks directed in the Guidebook shall be completed by Party A for those students
who completed the program. The final curriculum and other detailed arrangements will be confirmed

in further discussion between the Parties.

The application materials with detailed information of all students shall be provided to Party A at
least 2 months before the commencement of the program. Party A shall prepare the documents for
visa application (X visa) and post the original copy of the documents to Party B ot least 30 days

before the program commencement.
2. Expenses

2.1 Tuition and registration

Party A will charge Party B for each student with the amount of RMB 20,000 yuan as the tuition
fee of this 41-week program. No registration fee will be charged by Party A. The Hospital will charge
participating students not more than RMB 300 yuan/pax for the Hospital consumables. The charges

shall depend on the actual usage of each student during his or her posting in the department(s).
2.2 Accommodations

Enrolled students of this program will be arranged to stay in the overseas student residence on
Mingxiu Campus of Party A. The rental fee is 500 yuan/person/month (twin room shared by 2

persons) or 900 yuan/room/month (single room). Water and electricity fees are excluded.

2.3 Insurance

Party B is obligatory to ensure that all participating students are covered with valid health insurance

which is adequate for most personal accidental heaith issues during their stay in China.

2.4 The expenses on tuition fees will be borne by Party B and transferred to Party A before the

commencement of the program. The expenses on visa, residence permission (required by local police

bureau), air tickets. accommodation, hospital consumable, health insurance, daily local transportation,
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meals, and other personal expenses shall be borne by the students. The expenses on airport transfer

at Nanning will be arranged and sponsored by Party A (applied when all students come as a group).

3. Other matters

If in the course of this agreement, unfairness to any Party is disclosed or anticipated or any dispute arises,
the Parties shall use their best endeavours to agree upon such action as may be necessary and
equitable to remove or resolve the cause(s) of the same. If the Parties hereto fail to resolve the

disputes or disagreements amicably, the agreement shall be deemed to be terminated forthwith.

This agreement shall come into effect upon execution here of by the Parties hereto and shall continue

for a period of three (3) years and may be extended upon mutual agreement thereafter.

The revision and renewal of the contract require both Parties' consent and shall be in accordance

with a written form of the memorandum.

This agreement is written in both Chinese and English with two copies. Each party shall keep one

copy for record purposes.
